
It’s easy to get caught up in everyday life, 
but have you ever stopped to think how 

amazing it is that you’re even alive today?

As the old saying goes…
10 out of 10 people DIE!

If you were to die right now, are you 100% 
sure you would go to Heaven? 

Many would say:  “I’ve been baptized…”  
“I’m overall a good person…”  “I go to 
church…”  “I do good things for others…”

Truth is - NONE of those things can save 
you!

God says in His word, the Bible, in Ephesians 
2:8-9: “For by grace are ye saved through 
faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift 
of God: Not of works, lest any man should 
boast.”

It is only by faith in Jesus Christ and His 
work on the cross of Calvary that we can be 
assured of a home in Heaven.

So…”Who is JESUS CHRIST?” you might 
be asking.

Truth is - Jesus Christ is God in the flesh. 
He has always existed, and He created all 
that is. About 2,000 years ago, He entered 
into His creation as a man, yet without sin.
Though He never sinned, He took upon 
Himself OUR sindebt, and became the 
sacrifice God required to satisfy His 
righteous judgement. In fact, Jesus became 
sin for you, and died on the cross in payment 
for your sins. After He died, he was buried, 
but three days later, He arose from the dead 
and lives forever!

What evidence is there to support these 
claims?

-The gospels are not legends written 
hundreds of years after Jesus lived, but 
are actual accounts of His life and were all 
written within 40 years of his death. It is 
historical fact that Jesus of Nazareth lived 
and was crucified under the Roman governor 
Pontius Pilate. 

-After he died, even his opponents admitted 
to the empty tomb and accused the disciples 
of stealing Jesus’ body.

-There were numerous (thousands) of 

eyewitnesses to the resurrected Jesus.

-All of the apostles died testifying that 
Jesus had risen. (Martyrs make bad liars)

-His life and death and ressurection were 
the fulfillment of ancient prophecy written 
hundreds of years before he ever walked 
the Earth (see Isaiah 53).

Truth is - we’ve ALL fallen short of God’s 
standard. It’s not possible to be saved by 
the works that we do.

...But what about other religions?

The resurrection serves as a divine stamp 
of approval for us to listen to what Jesus 
says.

Here’s what He said:

…I am the way, the truth, and the life: 
no man cometh unto the Father, but by 
me.-John 14:6

There is only one way to be in a right 
relationship with God and that is through 
Jesus! Trust in Him and Him only for your 



salvation, don’t trust yourself and your 
ability!

By the way, good works aren’t a bad 
thing. Anyone with true faith will have 
works, but your works do not merit favor 
before God, it’s only because of Jesus. 

Hurry, because TIME is running out! You 
don’t know when you will be taking your 
last breath and entering into eternity. 
Once your life ends here on Earth the 
opportunity for grace is over.

“For whosoever shall call upon the name of 
the Lord shall be saved.” (Romans 10:13)
